On the Contradictions and Dilemmas Arising from the Evaluation of the Quality of Life
of Pupils with Disabilities in the Inclusive Perspective

Prispevok predklada diskusiu o rozporoch a dilemédch vznikajtacich z evalvacie
kvality zivota ziakov s postihnutiami pokrytymi inkluzivhym vzdelavanim.
Autorky porovnévaju indikatory vybranych modelov kvality Zivota v kontexte
determinantov optimalnych podmienok inkluzivneho vzdelavania. Na zaklade
ziskanych vysledkov z kvalitativnej sttidie hovoria o tych rozpoznanych indikéatoroch,
ktoré sa ukazuju byt vo vzdjomne rozpornom vztahu k potrebe implementovanej
rehabilitacie ziakov s poruchami.

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The paper shows a discussion on the contradictions and dilemmas arising from the
evaluation of the quality of life in pupils with disabilities covered by the inclusive
education. The authors make a comparison of the indicators of the selected models
regarding quality of life in the context of the determinants of optimal conditions of
inclusive education. And on the basis of the results obtained in the qualitative
study, those recognized indicators will be discussed that turn out to be in mutual
contradiction in relation to the need to implement rehabilitation to pupils with
disabilities. On a sample of students with hearing impairment who are delivered
specialized rehabilitation (i.e. speech therapy, auditory training, etc.) it is shown that
pupils with disabilities are very often excluded or restricted in their participation in
educational and leisure activities organized under the inclusive conditions.

Mental Health as One of the Indicators of the Quality of Life in Pupils with Special-
Education Needs at the Mainstream School

Zéaci v inkluzivni 8kole vstupuji do intenzivnich a trvalych socialnich kontaktt.
V poslednich letech se stale vice hovofi o vyrovnani se s psychickym zdravim ve
Skole. Inkluzivni 8kolsky systém ma vyhovét heterogenité Zaku i jejich rodict.
Uspokojit potteby dobré kvality vyuky a efektivniho vyucovani pro vSechny zéky,
zachovat podminky pro spole¢né uceni a udrzet vSechny aktéry vyucovani - ucitele
i zdky v dobré psychické kondici je nasim tkolem, pfi kterém je tfeba vyse uvedené
paralelni procesy podporujici vyvoj vnimat spole¢né. Vysledky vyzkuma pfi tom
dokladaji souvislosti mezi kvalitou vyuky ucditeld a efektivitou vyucovani zaka
a psychickym zdravim ucitelt a z&dkd. Nase vyzkumné Setfeni bylo zaméfené na
zjisténi postoji uciteltt ke spoleénému vzdélavani, jejich pfipravenost k edukaci
v inkluzivnim prosttedi zakladnich $kol v Jihomoravském kraji.

Pupils at the inclusive school enter intensive and long-standing social contacts. In the
past few years there has been a discussion on coping with mental health in schools. The
inclusive educational system is supposed to comply with the heterogeneity of the pupils
and their parents. To fulfil the needs of the first-rate education and efficient education
for all pupils, to maintain the conditions for the joint learning and to maintain all
participants of education - teachers and pupils in a good mental condition is our task,
during which it is necessary to simultaneously perceive all the aforementioned parallel
processes supporting its development. The results of the research prove the relations
between the quality of teacher training and the efficiency of the pupil education and the
mental health of teachers and pupils. Our research investigation was aimed at finding
the attitudes of the teachers towards the joint education, their preparedness for
education in the inclusive setting of the primary schools in the South Bohemian Region.

Efektivna inkliizia na ZS v Smoleniciach. Priklad dobrej praxe alebo ako sa to dd
Efficient Inclusion at the Primary School in Smolenice. An Example of the Good Practice
or How to Approach It

Prispevok predstavuje proces inkltazie v konkrétnej materskej i zadkladnej skole -
ako sa proces vyvijal, aby bol efektivny, zmysluplny a prinosny pre vsetkych
zacastnenych. Prepaja legislativu, teoretické poznatky o inklazii s dlhoroénymi
pozitivnymi sktsenostami autorky a dopadom na Zzivoty deti a mladych l'udi.
Podc¢iarkuje proaktivne postoje zucastnenych strdan a zmenu vnimania 0s6b
so zdravotnym znevyhodnenim z pasivnych prijimatelov pomoci na aktivnych
Gcastnikov procesu s dorazom na ich plna Gcast, na vyuzitie ich potencidlu
a re$pektovanie ich nazorov, potrieb. Skola tak vsetkym pontka moZnosti na
osvojovanie si konkrétnych praktickych zruc¢nosti potrebnych na budovanie
vzdjomného partnerstva, re$pektu, k budovaniu spolo¢nosti, ktora nielen pocita,
ale je aj pripravend na aktivnu tcast kohokol'vek - kto sa ocitne v situdcii s nie
optimalnym zdravim, kto je vyzorom, schopnostami alebo prostredim odlisny.

The paper presents the inclusion process in a concrete nursery and primary school
- how the process developed in order to be to be efficient, meaningful and
beneficial for all participants. It integrates the legislation, theoretical knowledge on
inclusion with long-term positive experience of the author with an impact on the
lives of children and the youth. It underlines the proactive attitudes of the
participants and the change of the perception of the persons with the health
impairment from the passive recipients of help to the active participants of the
process with the accent on their full participation, using their potential and
respecting their opinions, needs. The school therefore offers possibilities to acquire
the specific practical skills required for building the mutual partnership, respect,
towards building the community that is not only counted with, but is also prepared
for active participation of anyone - those, who finds themselves in the situation of
the less than optimal health, who is different in their looks, skills or background.

Kvalita Zivota Ziakov s narusenym zrakovym a sluchovym vnimanim
v podmienkach inkliizie na Slovensku
The Quality of Life of Pupils with Visual and Hearing Impairment in Inclusive Settings in Slovakia

Stadia porovnava kvalitu Zivota Ziakov so senzorickym postihnutim, edukovanych
v beznych a $pecidlnych $kolach, a odhal'uje mieru vztahov domén kvality Zivota.
Vyskumny stbor tvorilo 84 Ziakov so zrakovym postihnutim s vekovym prie-
merom 13,57 roka a 60 ziakov so sluchovym postihnutim s vekovym priemerom
13,63 roka. Pouzili sme jednoducht analyzu rozptylu pre porovnanie viacerych
podskupin. V celkovej kvalite Zivota sa nepreukézali rozdiely medzi ziakmi so zrako-
vym a sluchovym postihnutim.
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Porovnanim kvality Zivota v jednotlivych doménach sme zistili pozitivne zlepSenie
v osobnostnom rozvoji a socidlnej inklazii u Ziakov so zrakovym postihnutim
vzdeldvanych Specidlne, voci integrovanym. Subjektivna percepcia fyzického zdravia
je lepsia u individuélne integrovanych ziakov. U ziakov so sluchovym postihnutim
je lepSie sebaurcenie, ak st integrovani. Lepsie socidlne inkludovani st Zziaci so
senzorickym postihnutim, ktorych stupei postihnutia je l'ahsi. Ziaci svrodenym
sluchovym postihnutim vykazuja vyssiu emociondlnu pohodu voc¢i ziakom s post-
lingvalnym postihnutim. Celkovt vyssiu kvalitu Zivota maja Ziaci s postlingvalnym
postihnutim voci prelingvalnemu. PouZzivanie nac¢avacieho pristroja sa ukazalo ako
dobry protektor kvality Zivota ziakov v $pecidlnych skoléch.

The study compares the quality of life of pupils with sensory impairment educated
in regular and special schools and it reveals the degree of relationships in quality of
life domains. The research sample consisted of 84 pupils with visual impairment
with average age of 13.57 years old and 60 pupils with hearing impairment average
age of 13.63 years old. Simple analysis of variance was used in order to compare
several groups. The overall quality of life did not reveal differences between the
pupils with visual and hearing impairment. Comparison of the quality of life in
individual domains revealed a positive improvement in character development and
social inclusion in the pupils with visual impairment educated in special schools
compared to the integrated pupils. Subjective perception of physical health is better
in the individually integrated pupils. The pupils with hearing impairment
demonstrate better self-determination if integrated. The pupils with sensory
impairment whose degree of impairment is mild are better socially included. The
pupils with congenital hearing impairment demonstrate higher emotional well-
being compared to the pupils with post-lingual impairment. The pupils with post-
lingual impairment have higher overall quality of life compared to the pupils with
pre-lingual disability. Using hearing aid proved to be a good protector of quality of
life of the pupils at special schools.

Indikdtory pozitivnej zmeny socidlno-emociondlneho zdravia studentov
inkluzivnej strednej skoly v kontexte pozitivnej psychologie

The Indicators of Positive Change of the Socio-Emotional Health of the Students at the
Inclusive High School in the Context of the Positive Psychology

Prispevok poskytuje charakteristiku inkluzivnej strednej odbornej skoly v Bratislave
informuje o formach a metédach pouZzivanych v praci ucitelov, skolskych psycholégov,
Specidlnych pedagégov so ziakmi so Specifickymi potrebami (ziaci s ADHD, s poru-
chami ucenia, s emoénymi poruchami, a i.) vzdeldvanymi spolu s intaktnymi ziakmi.
Poskytuje tieZ informacie o prvych vysledkov merania socidlno-emocionalneho zdravia
Studentov inkluzivnej skoly, a to ako jeho celkovej trovne (index covitality), tak aj
urovne Styroch domén a dvanastich psychologickych indikatorov mentalneho zdravia.
Pilotny projekt potvrdzuje, ze inkluzivna stredna odborné skola a inkulzivne vzdela-
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vanie fungujlicej v intencidch pozitivnej psycholégie pomdha vsetkych Ziakom
rozvijat ich kognitivne a socidlno-emocionédlne kompetencie, vytvarat vhodné postoje
k odlinostiam, formovat pozitivne hodnoty a hodnotovy rebricek Ziakov a podporovat
pozitivne interpersonalne vztahy, socidlnu kohéziu a socidlnu klimu v triedach.

The paper provides the characteristics of an inclusive vocational school in Bratislava,
informs on the forms and methods used in the work of teachers , school psychologists,
special pedagogues with the pupils with specific needs (pupils with ADHD, learning
disability, emotional disability etc.) educated with the intact pupils. It also provides
the information on the first results of measuring the socio-emotional health of the
students of the inclusive school, from the general level (index of vitality), to the levels
of the four domains and twelve psychological indicators of mental health. The pilot
project confirms that the inclusive vocational school and the inclusive education
working in the intentions of the positive psychology helps the pupils developing their
cognitive and socio-emotional competences, to create suitable attitudes towards the
differences, to form positive values and a priority list of the pupils and to support the
positive interpersonal relations, social cohesion and social climate in classrooms.

Kualita Zivota nepocujicich studentov v podmienkach inkluzivnej edukdcie v Pol'sku
The Quality of Life of Deaf Students in the Conditions of Inclusive Education in Poland

Reflexie na inkltziu I'udi s poruchami sa najcastejSie vztahuji na moznosti a pod-
mienky konsolida¢nych procesov v eduka¢nom, profesionalnom a socialnom kontexte,
vo vztahu k detom, adolescentom a dospelym. Predmetom diskusie bude reflexia na
sociokultirne moznosti a obmedzenia socidlnej inkltzie nepocujacich v Pol'sku
v kontinuu medzi marginaliza¢nymi/inkldznymi a integra¢nymi/inkluzivnymi
dimenziami hranic a/alebo slobodnou vol'bou lie¢by /terapie. K tymto problémom sa
vztahujua teoretické predpoklady pedagogiky ako inkluzivnych standardov a alternativ-
nych pol'skych edukac¢nych aktivit a prikladov progresivnej socidlnej inklazie a subjek-
tivne hodnotenie kvality Zivota nepocujtcich studentov v roznych oblastiach spolo¢nosti.

Reflections on the inclusion of people with disabilities most often relate to the possibi-
lities and conditions of the consolidation process in the educational, professional and
social context, in relation to children, adolescents and adults. The subject of discussion
will be a reflection on the socio-cultural possibilities and limits of social inclusion of deaf
people on a continuum between the marginalization/exclusion and integration/inclusion
dimension of borders and/or the freedom of choice of treatments/therapies in Poland.
These issues refer to this theoretical assumptions of pedagogy as inclusive standards
and alternative Polish educational activities and examples of progressive social inclusion
and subjective assessment of quality of life for deaf students in various areas of society.

Kvalita Zivota studentov so zrakovym narusenim v inkluzivnom vzdeldvani v Pol'sku
The Quality of Life of Visually Impaired Studen ts Enrolled in Inclusive Education in Poland

Vyskum sa zaobera kvalitou Zivota nevidiacich Studentov vo veku 10-20 rokov
participujacich v integrovanom vzdelavani. Na porovnanie sltzia Studenti
Specidlnych 8kol. Pouzity bol Dotaznik kvality Zivota (QQL) vo verzii pre
nevidiacich, spolu s dvoma psychologickymi testami: Psychologické skaly merania
kvality zivota (Psychological Scales Measuring Quality of Life) Z. Uchnasta
a Rosenbergova Skala sebatcty (The Rosenberg Self-Esteem Scale - SES). Pomocou
nich boli vytvorené korelacie medzi Groviiou sebatcty a stupriom kvality Zivota.
Korel4cie st Statisticky vyzanamné a vysledky oboch testov indikuji priemerna
urovenn kvality Zivota vo vSetkych skupindch avysokd mieru funkcionality.
Znepokojujuci je nedostatok rozdielov medzi ziakmi edukacne integrovanymi
a edukovanymi Specidlne. Psychologické indikatory kvality Zivota sa vSak vyssie
medzi Studentmi vzdeldvanymi integrovanie, v porovnani so Ziakmi Specialnych
skol. Ich sebatcta je tiez vysSia, preto je hodna dalsieho skimania faktorov
ovplyvnujacich kvalitu Zivota, zistit, ako ju dosiahnut v procese rehabilitacie.

The research concerns the quality of life of blind students aged 10-20 years enrolled
in the educational integration. For comparison they were also students from special
schools. The Questionnaire Quality of Life (QQL) version for the blind was used. In
addition, the applied 2 psychological tests: Psychological Scales Measuring Quality
of Life by Z. Uchnast and The Rosenberg Self-Esteem Scale - SES. With their help we
made the correlation between the level of self-esteem and level of quality of life. The
correlations are statistically significant, and the results of both tests indicate an
average level of quality of life in all groups and high in terms of functionality.
Disturbing is the lack of differences between pupils from educational integration and
special education. But the psychological indicators of the quality of life are higher
among students enrolled in the integration, than from special schools. Their self-
esteem is also higher, so it is worth continuing examination of the factors that determine
the quality of life, to know how to achieve it in the process of rehabilitation.

Obritend forma integrdcie v specidlnej materskej skole pre deti so sluchovyym postihnutim (poster)
The Reverse Form of the Integration at the Special Nursery School for the Children
with Hearing Disability (poster)

V prispevku informujeme o experimentalnom overovani efektu modelu tzv. obratenej
alebo preventivnej integrécie intaktnych a zdravotne znevyhodnenych deti v podmien-
kach predprimarneho vzdeldvania so zameranim na ich kognitivny, re¢ovy a socidlny
vyvin. Konkrétne ide o zaclenovanie poc¢ujacich deti medzi zdravotne znevyhodnené
deti s poruchami sluchu a narusenou komunika¢nou schopnostou v Specidlnej
materskej skole pre deti so sluchovym postihnutim. Nasim vyskumnym cielom je
v procese inkltzie rozvijat komunikac¢né a re¢ové kompetencie deti s postihnutim pod
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vplyvom pozitivnych a vekovo primeranych recovych vzorov. Zaroven prostred-
nictvom prirodzenych interaktivnych aktivit a vztahov stimulovat rozvoj socialnych
kompetencii deti so Specidlnymi vychovnovzdelavacimi potrebami a deti bez
postihnutia. Uvedené fakty povazujeme za relevantné vzhladom na mieru aspes$nosti
socidlneho zaclenenia dietata s postihnutim medzi zdrava detska populéciu.

The papers informs on the experimental examination on the effect of the model of so-
called reversed and preventive integration of intact and handicapped children in the
conditions of the primary education aimed at their cognitive, speech and social
development, specifically the integration of the hearing children into the children with
hearing impairment. The research aim in the inclusion process is to develop
communicative and speech competences of children with disability under the influence
of the positive and age-appropriate speech models and simultaneously, via the natural
integrative activities and relations, to stimulate the development of social competences
of children with special educational needs and children without disability. The stated
facts are considered as relevant with regards to the degree of the successfulness of the
social inclusion of a child with disability to the healthy population of children.

Skolskd motivdcia deti s poruchami sprdvania v rezidencidlnej starostlivosti
a priciny ich socidlneho vyliicenia z beznych skol

The School Motivation in the Children with Behavioural Disorders at the Residential Care
Facility and the Causes of Their Social Exclusion at Regular Schools

V prispevku sa venujeme vysledkom vyskumu v oblasti zistovania a porovnania
Skolskej motivécie a sebaregulédcie u deti z rezidencidlnych zariadeni a deti z beznych
skol. Vo vyskume sme vyuzili metodologiu Teérie seba-determindcie (SDT) zostavenu
autormi R. Ryan a E. Decim z Rochester University, USA. SDT predstavuje eklekticky
model motivacie a vyuZili sme ho vo viacerych vyskumnych tlohach za poslednych 7
rokov. Vymedzujeme zdkladné pri¢iny socidlneho vylacenia deti s poruchami
spravania, ktoré vychadzaji z charakteru socidlneho prostredia sticasnych beznych
skol. Prispevok je spracovany vdaka podpore agentiry VEGA ¢&.p. 1/0635/15.

The paper is devoted to the results of the research into investigating and comparing
of the school motivation and self-regulation of children from residential care
facilities and children from regular schools. The research utilized the methodology
of Theory of Self-Determination (SDT) drafted by authors R. Ryan and E. Decim of
the Rochester University, USA. SDT presents an eclectic model of motivation and it
was used for several research purposes in the past seven years. We determine the
elementary causes of the social exclusion of children with behavioural disorders
arising from the character of the social setting of the contemporary regular schools.

Garanciou uspesnej inkluzivnej edukécie, okrem inych aspektov, st predovsetkym
kvalitné osobnostné a profesijné kompetencie pedagégov vzdeldvajtucich Ziakov
s postihnutim, narusenim, ohrozenim (PNO). Prispevok sa zameriava na kompa-
raciu podmienok inkluzivnej edukécie v réznych typoch zakladnych 8kol (plnoorga-
nizovanych a neplnoorganizovanych) z aspektu odbornej pripravenosti pedagégov
v kontexte platnej legislativy. Cielom prispevku je poskytnat aj aktudlne poznatky
o nazoroch pedagégov na vzdelavanie Ziakov s PNO v beZznych zakladnych skolach.

The warranty of successful inclusive education, aside from other aspects, is primarily
the personal and professional competences of pedagogues of quality educating pupils
with disability, impairment, in threat. The paper deals with the comparison of
conditions of inclusive education in various types of primary schools (full-organized
and non-full-organized) from the perspective of the professional qualification of
pedagogues in context of the effective legislation. The aim of the contribution is to
provide the contemporary knowledge on the opinion of pedagogues on education of
pupils with disabilities, impairment or in threat in regular primary schools.

Mapovanie komponentov vijvinu deti s vrodenym senzorickym postihnutim
vzhladom na perspektivy kvality ich Zivota ako vychodisko pre ich vyskum
The Mapping of the Developmental Components of the Children with Congenital Sensory
Impairments with Respect the Quality of Life Perspectives

Ide o vstupné informécie o vyskumnom projekte , Kvalita Zivota (Ziakov s postihnutim)
v multiperspektivach inkluzivnej edukéacie (VEGA 1/0608/14)”, ktory sa aktudlne
riesi na Katedre pedagogickych stadii Pedagogickej fakulty TU v Trnave. Pomocou
zékladnej trendovej typoldgie sa mapuje vyvinovy potencial deti s vrodenou slepotou
a hluchotou ako jeden z determinantov kvality Zivota, moznosti inkltazie i celkovej
prognozy. Oneskoreny, obmedzeny, preruseny, asymetricky a akcelerovany vyvin sa
u oboch tychto typov senzorickych postihnuti komparujt z hl'adiska socidlneho, emo-
cionalneho, motorického kognitivneho a lingvistického komponentu ich ontogenézy.

The paper presents the initial information on the research project ,The Quality of
Life (of Pupils with Disabilities) in the Multiperspectives in Inclusive Education
(VEGA 1/0608/14), which is currently conducted by the Department of Educational
Studies of the Faculty of Education of Trnava university in Trnava. By means of
primary trend typology it maps the developmental potential of children with
congenital blindness and deafness as one of the determinants of quality of life, the
possibilities of inclusion and the overall prognosis. The delayed, limited, interrupted,
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asymmetrical and accelerated development is compared in both these types of
sensory disabilities from the perspective social, emotional, motor cognitive and
linguistic component of their ontogenesis.

Funkcny vyznam rik v kvalite Zivota Ziakov s mozgovou obrnou
The Functional Meaning of Hands in the Quality of Life of the Pupils with Cerebral Palsy

Pohyb hornych koncatin ma zasadny vyznam v samoobsluZznych ¢innostiach pri
uceni, Skolovani, praci, volnom case. Telesné postihnutie ¢asto zasahuje jednu
alebo obidve ruky a poskodzuje ich funkénost. Ovplyvni to samozrejme Skolska
kariéru, uchddzanie sa o zamestnanie a rozvoj autonémneho Zzivota v dospelosti.
Spomenuté sa dotyka deti amladdeze s mozgovou obrnou. Ide o najcastejsie
chronické narusSenie neuromuskularneho systému v detskom veku (Blohm, 2012).
Meranie charakteristickych priznakov centrdlneho narusenia pohybového aparatu
je velmi tazké, najmd pri hornych koncatinach, nakol'ko vykazuji menej stereotypii
ako pohyby dolnych koncatin.

Ciel: Stanovenie presnej statusovej diagnézy potrebnej pre Specidlnopedagogicky
rozvoj. Co a ako je potrebné merat? Kto moZe pri merani pomoct?

Metéda: 45 probandov (7-20 rokov) s mozgovou obrnou testovanych rdéznymi
profesionalmi - testované pohyby hornych koncatin Specifickym vySetrenim
pohybu a meranych analyzatorom pohybu, dopytovanych podla kategorii ICF-CY,
set pre mozgova obrnu (WHO, 2007; Schiariti, 2014).Liecebni pedagoégovia
probandom merali najmé hrubt motoriku a funkénost' rdak. Probandi a ich rodicia
vyplhali dotaznik obsahujtci 21 dennych jedno- a obojru¢nych tloh (ABILHAND -
Kids specific to cerebral palsy children) sodpovedami, nakolko je pre nich
jednoduché previest dantt c¢innost. Komparovani boli so skupinou 51 inych
probandov meranych rovnakymi nastrojmi (ICF-CY core set). 27 z nich sa rozvijalo
normalne, 24 z nich malo $pecifické vyvinové potreby vzhladom na poruchy reci.
Z prebehnutych merani vyplyva, Ze ICF-CY core set zdoraznuje subjektivnu
sktisenost probandov s vlastnymi schopnostami, vykonom a okolim. Dotaznik je
mozné snimat v ktorejkol'vek skupine.

Vysledky: Medzi troma skupina sa zistené rozdiely. Experti a probandi
nezhodnocovali vykon hrubej motoriky a funkénosti rak rovnako.

Diskusia: Je dolezité, aby stcasné Skolské vykony neboli merané len tlohami
kladenymi na Zziakov, ale aj odbornikmi, a rodi¢mi. Rovnako je doélezité poznat
materidlne, persondlne a politické zdzemie probandov.

The upper limb movement has significant meaning in the self-care activities of
learning, education, work, leisure time. Physical disability often impacts one or
both hands (arms) and damages their functionality. It influences the school career,
employment opportunities and the development of autonomous life in adulthood.
The aforementioned concerns children and adolescents with cerebral palsy. It is the
most frequent chronic distortion of neuromuscular system in the childhood (Blohm,
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2012). Measuring characteristic symptoms of central distortion of motor apparatus
is very difficult, especially in the upper limbs, since they show less stereotypy than
the movement of lower limbs.

Aim: Formulating the exact status diagnosis necessary for special-pedagogic
development. What and how to measure? Who can help in measuring?

Method: 45 probands (7-20 years old) with cerebral palsy tested by the various
experts - the tested upper limb movements with specific examination of movement
and measured by the movement analyser, scaled into categories ICF-CY, set for the
cerebral palsy (WHO, 2007; Schiariti, 2014).Medical pedagogues measured
primarily the rough motorics of the probands and the functionality of the hands.
The probands and their parents answered a questionnaire containing 21 daily one-
and two-hand tasks (ABILHAND -Kids specific to cerebral palsy children) with
answers, since it is very difficult for them to perform the activity. They were
compared to the group of 51 other probands measured by the same tools (ICF-CY
core set). 27 of them developed normally, 24 of them had specific developmental
needs with regards to the speech disorder. The measuring reveals that the ICF-CY
core set emphasises the subjective experience of the probands with their own
abilities, performance and environment. The questionnaire is suitable for any group.
Results: The differences were identified among the three groups. The experts and
probands did not evaluate the performance of rough motorics equally.

Discussion: It is important that the school performance is not measured only by the
tasks for the pupils, but also by the experts and the parents. It is equally important
to know material, personal and political background of the probands.

Socidlne vztahy medzi inkluzivne vzdelavanymi detmi a mlideZou s poruchami sluchu a ich
rovesnikmi
Social Relations between the Inclusively Educated Children and the Adolescents and Their Peers

Od roku 1999 sa zaobera Katedra pedagogiky nepocujtcich a nedoslychavych na
Univerzite v Mnichove vyskumnym programom , Integracia/inkltzia I'udi so slucho-
vym postihnutim®. V sti¢asnosti v roku 2016 je ukonéenych 12 vyskumnych modulov,
6 rozpracovanych a2 planované. Vroku 2015 bol spracovany modul ,Socidlna
situécia integrovane vzdelavanych deti a mladeze”. Sttdia ukazuje, Ze postavenie Ziakov
so sluchovym postihnutim v triednej komunite je porovnatelné s postavenim pocu-
jacich ziakov. Je vSak ndpadné, Ze Ziaci so sluchovym postihnutim sa tendencne viac
dostavajt na okraj. Napr. boli len obc¢asne nazyvani ako priatelia, menej ¢asto voleni
do spolupréace a takmer vobec nie pozyvani domov. Ucitelia a vychovavatelia stoja
pred tlohou vytvorit' taka socidlnu situaciu v svojich triedach a mimo skoly (volny cas,
Sport a pod.), ktord bude zahinat vSetky deti a mladez, aby z nich nikto nebol vylacéeny.

Since 1999, the Education of the Deaf and the Hearing Impaired of the Munich
University has been concerned by the research programme " Integration/Inclusion of
Persons with the Hearing Impairment". In 2016 there are 12 completed research
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modules, 6 in-progress and 2 planned. In 2015 the programme "The Social Situation
of the Integrated Children and Youth" was created. The study has shown that the
position of the pupils with the hearing impairment in the classroom community is
comparable to the position of the hearing pupils. Nevertheless, it is striking the
pupils with the hearing impairment tend to find themselves on the periphery, e. g.
they were only intermittently labelled as friends, less frequently invited to parti-
cipation and almost never invited home. The teachers face the task to create such
social situation in their classrooms and outside the school (leisure time, sport etc.),
which will include all children and adolescents of which no one will be excluded.

Kultiira skoly a pristup k Ziakom zo socidlne znevijhodneného prostredia v Siestich
europskych krajindch a Turecku

The School Culture and the Approach towards the Students from the Socially
Disadvantaged Background in Six European Countries and Turkey

S roz$irovanim sa fenoménom novej chudoby a marginalizacie stapa pocet deti, ktoré
st ohrozené a moézu mat problémy so socidlnou a skolskou inkltziou (na Slovensku
sa to podla dostupnych Statistik tyka cca 20% deti). Skola mdZe zmieriovat ale aj
prehlbovat socidlne nerovnosti medzi ziakmi. Cielom kroskulturélnej sttdie realizo-
vanej na zdkladnych skolach v Siestich eurépskych krajinach a Turecku bolo zistit ako
zZiaci a ucitelia vnimaja pristup 8koly k Ziakom pochédzajt’lcim zo socidlne znevyhod-
neného prostredia. Vysledky ukazu]u, Ze vnimanie ziakov v tejto otazke je pozitivnejsie
vo Finsku a Spanielsku a menej pozitivne na Slovensku, v Pol'sku a Turecku. Vysledky
st interpretované vzhladom k niektorym zdkladnym charakteristikam $kol a znakov
ich kultar, ako st vel'kost skoly, jej lokalizacia, formy pomoci a asistencia pre deti zo
socidlne znevyhodneného prostredia a celkové politika skoly voci takymto detom.

With the expanding phenomenon of the new poverty and marginalization the
number of children that are threat grows and they can have problems with social and
school inclusion (in Slovakia according to available statistics about 20% of children).
School can alleviate but also deepen social injustice between pupils. The aim of the
cross-cultural study carried out at the primary schools in six European countries and
Turkey was to investigate how the pupils and teachers perceive the approach of
school towards the children from socially disadvantaged background. The results
show that the perception of pupils in this matter is more positive in Finland and
Spain and less positive in Slovakia, Poland and Turkey. The results are interpreted
with regards to some basic characteristics of schools and cultural signs, such as the
school size, localization, aid forms and assistance for children from the socially
disadvantaged background as the overall politics of school towards these children.

Kvalita Zivota Ziakov chronicky chorych a zdravotne oslabenyjch v skole
The Quality of Life of the Chronically Diseased Pupils and the Pupils with Poor Health in
Inclusive Education

Prehledovy referat vychazi z modelu psychosociélni pohody (well-being) zakii ve
skole (Konu etal, 2002) Soustied'uje se na Z ky, ktefi trpi nékterym z chronickych one-
mocnéni. Definuje pojem chronické onemocnéni, uvadi pfiklady téchto onemocnéni i
jejich psychosomatické, socidlni a Skolnich disledky. Rozlisuje dva typy skol: Skoly pfi
nemocnicich pro hospitalizované déti a bézné skoly, které chronicky nemocné déti
navstévuji spolu se zdravymi spoluzaky. Velkou pozornost referat vénuje diagnos-
tickym postuptim, s jejichz pomoci se u chronicky nemocnych déti zjistuje mira jejich
adaptace na nemoc a na skolu. Jde napt. o problémy s ucenim, emo¢ni a behavioralni
problémy, autoregulaci, zvladani zatéze; postoje k nemoci, subjektivni pojeti nemoci;
vztahy s uciteli, vztahy se spoluzéky; kvalitu Zivota souvisejici s nemoci a kvalitu Zivota
souvisejici se Skolou. Vyusténim referatu je stru¢ny prehled hlavnich zjisténi o kvalité
zivota chronicky nemocnych déti a problémi, které jim onemocnéni ve skole prinasi.
Referdt ponechédva stranou intervenc¢ni postupy; na jejich prehledu se teprve pracuje.

The survey departs from the model of psycho-social well-being of pupils in school
(Konu et al., 2002). It concentrates on the pupils suffering from some of the chronic
diseases. It defines the concept chronic disease, lists examples of the diseases and
their psychosomatic, social and school consequences. It distinguishes two types of
schools: hospital schools and regular schools attended by the chronically diseased
children with their non-diseased classmates. Substantial attention is paid to
diagnostic approaches, by means of which the degree of their adaptation to disease
and to school is being investigated in the chronically diseased children. That means
the learning problems, emotional and behavioural problems, self-regulation,
disease management; attitudes towards the disease, subjective conception of the
disease; relations with teachers, relations with classmates; disease-related and
school-related quality of life. The conclusion of the paper presents the brief
overview of the main findings on the quality of life of the chronically diseased
children and problems that brings them the disease in school. The paper leaves the
intervention procedures aside; their overview is being worked on.

Vplyv Dohovoru OSN so Specidlnym ohladom na vzdeldvanie Ziakov so sluchovym
narusenim v Madarsku

The Influence of UN Convention especially concerning the Education of Hearing Impaired
Pupils in Hungary

Deti s narusenym sluchovym vnimanim moézu v Madarsku ukonéit predprimarne
alebo primarne vzdelanie bud’ v $pecidlnych institaciach venujtcich sa detom s na-
rusenym sluchovym vnimanim, alebo v beznych materskych skolach medzi pocujacimi
detmi (inkluzivne vzdelavanie). Specialne institdcie pouZivajt oralno-auditivny pristup
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s dorazom na rozvijanie sluchu, zaciatok rec¢i a pomoci osvojovania si reci na najvyssej
moznej Grovni. Inkluzivne vzdeldvanie deti s naruSsenym sluchovym vnimanim ma v
Madarsku iba 20 az 30-ro¢na tradiciu, v stcasnosti sa viac nez 65% vsetkych deti
snarusenim sluchovym vnimanim zacastiiuje na inkluzivnom vzdeldvani. Pod
vplyvom Aktu CXXV o madarskej znakovej re¢i ajej pouziti - ktord vznikla na
zaklade Dohovoru OSN o pravach oso6b so zdravotnym postihnutim - musia byt od
roku 2017poskytované prileZitosti pre bilingvalne vzdeldvanie nepocujacim detom na
ziadost rodicov. Otazka dnes stoji, aké sluzby maja byt vyvinuté na zabezpecenie
najlepsej kvality Zivota ziakov s naru$enym sluchovym vnimanim.

In Hungary, children with hearing impairment can complete their nursery and
primary education either in special institutions designed for the hearing impaired, or
in mainstream nursery schools, among hearing children (inclusive education). Special
institutions use an oral-auditive approach with special emphasis on developing hea-
ring, initiating speech, and helping speech acquisition at the highest level possible. The
inclusive education of children with hearing impairment only has a 20 to 30-year
tradition in Hungary, nowadays more than 65% of all children with hearing impairment
participate in inclusive education. Under Act CXXV about the Hungarian sign language
and its use - which had been driven by the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities - opportunities for bilingual education must be provided to deaf children
upon the request of the parents as from 2017. The question of nowadays, how services
should be developed to ensure the best quality of life for pupils with hearing impairements.

Kualita Zivota Ziakov v skole v case mimo vyucovacej hodiny
The Quality of Life of Pupils outside the Lesson

Zivot Ziaka v 8kole nie je len ¢as vyucovania, a teda jeho formalna edukécia, ale
rovnako tak aj ¢as pred vyucovanim, cez prestavky, po vyucovani, ¢i uz v ramci
konkrétnych zaujmovych krazkov alebo neformdlnych stretnuti, pripadne rézne
skolské akcie, vylety, jednym slovom neformélna edukacia. Cielom prispevku je
poukézat aj z hladiska tspesnosti realizovania inkluzivnej edukécie, nielen na
vyznam a potrebu kladenia dolezitosti aj tejto oblasti ziakovho ¢asu v skole, ale
zaroven i predstavit dobry priklad z praxe.

Pupil does not live their life in school only during the lesson, i. e. the formal
education, but equally so during the time before the lesson, during the breaks, after
the lesson, whether in the leisure time clubs, or in informal meetings, or the various
school trips, events, simply put in informal education. The aim of the paper is to
point at the significance and need to put emphasis on this part of the pupil's life in
school from aspect of the successfulness of implementation of the inclusive
education, but also to present an example of good practice.

Pocujiice deti nepocujiicich rodicov (CODA deti) a inkluzivna pedagogika
The Hearing Children of the Deaf Parents (CODA Children) and the Inclusive Education

Dohovor o pravach osdb so zdravotnym postihnutim sa v ¢lanku 23 ReSpektovanie
domova a rodiny venuje pravu na manzelstvo a zaloZenie si rodiny. U nepocujacich
plati tzv. pravidlo 90 percent, z ktorého, okrem iného, vyplyva, Ze vdc¢sina deti
rodiaca sa do tychto rodin je poc¢ujiuca. CODA deti, ¢ize pocujtce deti nepocujtcich
rodi¢ov st vzdelavané v prostredi beznych $kol a na Slovensku sa o tomto fenoméne
nediskutuje v pedagogike sluchovo postihnutych, vieobecnej pedagogiky, ale ani inte-
grativnej pedagogike. Ide o skupinu, ktora moze/ale ani sa nemusi sa vyznacovat
urcitymi Specifikami (multilingvizmus - mutikulturalizmus), o ktorych by malo byt
SirSie povedomie, medzi rozlicnymi odbornikmi, pedagdégov nevynimajtc. Svoj nazor
opierame o prvy vyskum na Slovensku (n=14) CODA deti, kde, okrem iného, sme sa
venovali aj problematike ich vzdeldvania. Vyplyva z neho, Ze informovany pedagog
dokaze ,vyuzit” tato situdciu nielen v prospech CODA dietata, ale celej triedy.

The Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, the Article 23 - Respect
for home and the family is devoted to the right for marriage and start of family. The
so-called rule 90 per cent is observed in deaf children, proving that most children
born in these families can hear. CODA Children, the hearing children of the deaf
parents are educated in the environment of regular schools and in Slovakia this
phenomenon is not being discussed neither in the pedagogy of the hearing
impaired, nor the general pedagogy, nor the integrative pedagogy. This group can
be/does not have to be specific (multilinguism - multiculturalism), who have
greater attention of various experts, including the pedagogues. This opinion is
based on the first research in Slovakia (n=14) of CODA children, in which, among
other, attention was paid also the issues of their education. The conclusion is, that

an informed pedagogue can "use" this situation not only for the benefit of the
CODA child, but for the whole class.

The Quality of Life of the University Students, the Future Teachers

Kvalitu zivota ucitel ov povazujeme za vyznamny prediktor vytvarania podmienok na
zabezpecenie kvality v edukécii. V prispevku sa preto zameriavame na vybrané
teoretické vychodiské kvality zivota a moZznosti jej skimania. Zaroven prezentujeme
niektoré vysledky vyskumu, cielom ktorého bolo zistit, ktoré indikéatory kvalitného
anekvalitného Zivota volili vysokoskolaci najcastejSie. Taktiez zistit, ¢i st rozdiely
medzi humanitne a prirodovedne orientovanymi vysokoskolakmi, budtcimi ucitel mi.
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Multidimensional Topography of the Quality of Life in Inclusive Education 5-6May 2016

The quality of life of teachers is considered as a considerable predictor of creating
conditions for providing the quality in education. The paper focuses on selected
theoretical bases of the quality of life and the possibility of their investigation.
Simultaneously some results of the research are presented, aim of which was to find
out which indicators of good and poor quality of life were most frequently identified
by the university students. Also, to find out whether there are differences between
the humanity and natural science oriented university students, the future teachers.

Interaktivny rovesnicky program na podporu socidlnej inklizie Ziakov so sluchovym
postihnutim (poster)

The Interactive Peer Programme Supporting the Social Inclusion of the Pupils with
Disability Impairment (poster)

Socidlne zaclenenie integrovane vzdelavanych nepocujacich Ziakov je problém,
ktorému sa u nds nevenuje dostatocnd pozornost. Ako problém ho vnimaji najma
zainteresovani psycholégovia a Specidlni pedagégovia. Ucitelia koncentruji svoju
pozornost primarne na vzdeldvaci proces, samotni integrovani Ziaci a ich rodicia
socidlne zaclenenie ako problém pocituja, ale nechcti o iom hovorit a ani ho riesit.
V nasich vyskumnych sledovaniach sa potvrdilo, ze integrovani Ziaci st v beznych
triedach prehliadani, podcetiovani, na okraji zdujmu ostatnych, pripadne sa stavaja
objektom agresie. V naSom prispevku informujeme o programe, ktory bol zamerany
na rozvoj sebapoznania a socidlnych vézieb v triedach s integrovane vzdelavanymi
ziakmi s tazkym sluchovym postihnutim a narusenou komunika¢nou schopnostou.
Jeho tc¢innost sme overovali opakovanym retestom po mesiaci a po roku od ukoncenia
programu. V oboch pripadoch sme zaznamenali pozitivhe zmeny v socidlnom
statuse postihnutych Ziakov.

The social inclusion of the integrated deaf pupils is a problem, which has not been
paid enough attention. It is viewed as a problem especially by the participating
psychologists and special pedagogues. The teachers concentrate primarily on the
education process, the integrated pupils themselves and their parents view the social
inclusion as a problem, but they do not want to neither discuss it nor solve it. Our
research observation confirmed overlooking the integrated pupils, their under-
estimation, being beyond caring of others, or their becoming the objects of aggression.
The paper provides information on the programme aimed at the development of self-
knowledge and social relations in classes with integrated pupils with severe hearing
impairment and disrupted communication ability. Its efficiency was being verified in
the repeated retest one month and one year after the end of the programme. The
positive changes in social status of the disabled pupils were identified.
